Procedures:   
 
Thousands of youth and their families have been provided 
refuge, comfort, professional treatment, and Christian care throughout our history. Established on a 
solid foundation of Christian faith and committed to standards of excellence, Wedgwood Christian 
Services will promote its ministry and fundraise according to the following principles: 
 

1. All fund-raising and promotional activities will reflect biblical truths and practices. 

2. Fund-raising and promotional practices will strive to bring glory to God and be built upon the 
foundation that “God is the source and giver of all good gifts”. 

3. Fund-raising events will be directly related to the ministry’s primary purpose of ministering to 
others in His name.  

4. Description of the financial condition of the organization will be current, complete, and 
accurate. 

5. All promotional presentations and interactions will be honest, factual, and accurately convey 
current services of the agency. 

6. All appeals will be realistic and truthful in the expectations of what a gift can accomplish. 

7. All gifts will be used in the manner communicated in the appeal. 

8. Full financial disclosure to all constituents and stakeholders will occur upon request. 

9. Confidentiality and sensitivity to privacy will be upheld when dealing with information  
regarding clients. 

10. Necessary management and financial controls will be used to assure that all resources 
accomplish the purpose for which they are intended. 

11. No resources or gifts will be used for personal use. 

12. No staff or board members will receive royalties for any product that is used for fund raising or 
promotional purposes.  

13. Efforts to protect the best interest of the donor will be made so that the gift does not create 
undue hardship or place the donor’s future well being in jeopardy. 

14. The agency will seek to advise and guide the donor in a way that upholds the interests of the 
donor and their family. 

15. The costs and benefits of each fund raising activity will be analyzed to determine 
reasonableness of funds raised to costs incurred. 

16. The agency will be an ethical and effective steward of the resources entrusted to it. 

17. Best practice counsel, technology, and methods will be used to promote the ministry without 
compromising any of the principles noted above.
